Andrew 

introduced his brother to 

Jesus when they were in 

the wilderness with John 

the Baptist 

(John 1:40-41)

Matthew was a 

tax collector.  

He is the Son 

of Alphaeus. 

(Matthew 9:9)

Also called Jude and 

Lebbaeus, which 

means “heart-child” 

(John 14:19-21)

James and John were 
both known for being men 
of intense dedication and 
fire for Jesus. That is how 

they got the nickname 
“Sons of Thunder”. James 
was very close with Jesus

(Mark 3:17)

Also know as 
Nathanael 
and had a 

genuine love 
for God

(Mark 3:16-19

Had a heart for 
spreading the 
word. He told 

Nathanael about 
Jesus. His name 
means “one who 

loves horses”.
(John 1:43-46) 

Even though he is not mentioned much, he is a valuable member. His name means replacer or supplanter

Thomas also 
known as 
Didymus - 

means twin - 
was a 

doubter. 
(John 11:16)

A traitor(Matthew 27:3-5) Simon who was 
called the Zealot.

(Luke 6:15)
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
